French Flipped Classroom Lesson Plan
Teacher: Barrett Taylor
Lesson Title: Introducing oneself, common greetings, commonalities in French and English, and French culture
Subject Area(s): French
Grade Level: 9th-12th 
Time Needed: 60-80 mins at home per night, 60-70 mins. each day in class. 
Learning Objectives 
1. Students will be able to introduce themselves and ask someone’s name in French.
2. Students will be able to hold short conversations including greeting someone, telling how they are doing, ask how someone is doing, and say goodbye.
3. Students will demonstrate understanding of a variety of expressions by having conversations with the teacher and classmates.
4. Students will demonstrate an understanding of the country of France in terms of geography, climate, economy, tourism, and culture.

5. Students will demonstrate an understanding of the similarities of French and English words and how to use specific rules to form new French words.

· Visit the Thinglink and Scoop.it websites and be ready to discuss

· Listen to the podcast a minimum of three times. 

· Create Google Slides presentation with your group (project explained below)

· Complete assignment 4 found on website

· Continue to work on group presentation
· Rewatch all videos and listen to podcast
Thursday

· Finalize Group presentation. Be sure to look at rubric before submitting project
· Answer the discussion questions in the forum on the website
Classroom Activities 

 
Monday
·  Students will find a partner and practice the dialogues created at home
· Groups will choose one conversation to present to the class

· Ask the students to stand in a circle. Take a ball and explain that the student who catches the ball has to say “Je m’appelle ​​​​__________” (My name is…). The students will continue to throw the ball to each other until each student has had a turn.

· After the first round is finished, have the students who catch the ball tell their name in French and then ask the question “Ça va?” (how are you?) before throwing the ball. The person who catches the ball has to tell their name and how they are in the target language. This continues until each student has had a turn

· Have students use whiteboards to respond to teacher questions

Tuesday

· Students will form small groups to discuss the information obtained by visiting Thinglink and Scoop.it webpages. 

· Students will work with a partner to practice the commonalities of French and English

Wednesday
· Students will visit the computer lab to respond to their peers’ blog postings.
· Students will create their own Thinglink

· Whole Group: Address common problems & facilitate whole group discussion 
Thursday
· Groups will present their Google Slides presentation
· Have students record their voices on tape recorder.
Friday

· Students will complete Exam 1 found on the course website under assignments.
Projects

· Students will create a Google Slides presentation on an assigned aspect of French culture. Students will work in groups of four and use Google Slides to collaborate. Use the teacher’s presentation as a guide. Presentations will be presented on Friday. The students can access the rubric on the class website.
Assessment

· Students will all be given a whiteboard and a marker. The teacher will ask questions based on the at home assignments and the students will write their answers and then hold up their board for checking.
· Place tape recorder on table and have each student approach it and state their name in French and ask how someone is doing. When the students have left, play the recording back checking for each student’s ability to reproduce the expression correctly. Identify those who need remediation and revise instruction accordingly.
· Students will complete the quiz posted on the website under course assignments
· On Friday, the students will complete the comprehensive exam posted on the website under assignments.
Closure for each day:
· Hand out post-it notes to each student and ask them to write down a topic or expression they may be struggling with and have them stick them to the wall when exiting the class.
